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APLEASANT SECRET:
CONFLICT OF CONCEPTS

SECRET of the wonderful novelists for flourishing

; e presentation of her novels. "With You

Forever'", her debut novel, has also been

referred at the end of her second

creation 'A Pleasant Secret'. The very title
of the novel fascinates me so much that

[ completed reading comparatively in

lesser time than the time I actually take

in reading novels. It 1s, indeed, a

page-turning novel with a different

outlook and perspective.

After reading the novel, different opinions transpire in my
mind and I could not resist myself but to articulate a few words
about the novel. The novel reminds me one of the famous verses
of the Bible-"Stolen waters are sweet, and bread eaten 1n secret 1s
pleasant" meaning that forbidden delights are sweet and pleasant,
as fruits of risk and danger. Wells and fountains of waters earlier
in hot countries were very valuable, and were the property of

particular persons; about which there were sometimes great strife
and contention; and they were sometimes sealed and kept from
the use of others and waters got by stealth from such wells and
fountains were sweeter than their own. The proverb alludes that
all prohibited unlawful lusts and pleasures are desirable to men,

and sweet 1s the enjoyment of them; and the pleasure promised by
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them 1s what makes them so desirable, and the
more so because it 1s forbidden.

[n the novel 'A Pleasant Secret', the bond
between the protagonist, Sumit Agarwal and
Khusbu Khanna remained secret to Seema,
Sumit's wife until the end of the novel even after
getting a scope for sharing the secret while
Seema offered for surrogacy. Sumit could
easily name Khusbu Khanna for surrogacy and
that could serve two ends at single effort.
Perhaps, the novelist didn't opt for unison, but
wanted to portray both the relationships
1dentically through single character-the husband-wife
relationship on the one hand and the lover-
beloved relationship on the other to make obvious
the protagonist of her novel devoted and
successful in balancing both the situations.

In addition to above, what stresses my mind
more 1S that, the novel not only portrays the
conflict between tradition and modernity through
the stories of Seema and Khusbu respectively,
but also exposes the two different sides of the
same womanly coin. Seema 1s well educated and

working girl while Khusbu a CEO, UGX
Garments. Both are highly qualified and claim to

be the representatives of upper class women with
a feminine sensibility. In the present day elite
Indian society, where career 1s more important
than the rtuals and relationship, people live a very
artificial life without even realizing the meaning
of living-may be either because of self-respect
or of coercion. Seema's inclination in living
alone, disinclination 1n joining the family
gathering of any of Sumit's relatives or friends
and Sumit's leading of lonesome life cutting off
by his own parents and friends, Seema's stubborn
nature that has made her childless-all these are
not new 1n an elitist society. On the other hand,
Khusbu's selfless love for Sumit, her remaining

alone without being married, her bursting into
tears and taking care of Danish's mother while
Captain Danish Siddique lost his life in the op-
eration to flush out terrorists holed up near resi-
dential quarters inside Arawali Army Camp in
Jammu-all these show that rituals and relation-
ship are equally important as living life of one's
own will is important. Thus, the novel reveals two
different natures of elitist women. One always
cared about her future and career and took her
husband and having the child aside whereas an-
other woman made her customs and relationships

the first and foremost priority and took her busi-
ness deals aside when she 1s with her love or hus-
band. It also has revealed the true tie of compan-
1onship beyond any border of business, religion
and caste. Such bonds last evermore.

The novelist too agreed that all marriages are
not made 1n Heaven and a few socially chosen
partners turn their conjugal life into a living hell.
This has well been portrayed by the Seema-Sumit
relationship. This shows that the novelist wishes
to give a stand against fake social norms that
sometime chain people beyond their vision. On
the other hand, i1f we sketch the character of
Sumit, round whom the whole story revolves, we
find that he 1s a practical conventional person
who values social norms and ethics of life. Sumit
1s a true human who even agreed to adopt a child
for parenting, considering that Seema's dream of
becoming mother will be fulfilled and their
loneliness will turn into happiness.

A close review of character sketches reveals
that the conceptual conflict continues till the end
of the novel. Seema 1s not ready to adopt a baby,
unlike Sumit. She prefers divorce. Sumit fails to
honour Seema's wish; but can't control him while

seema talks about divorce. He lost his courage
even to admit that his present has made his past

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THE ROLE OF NATIONAL

SERVICE SCHEME (NSS) AND
ITS IMPORTANCE

Nazrul Hussain

Introduction:

India became independent country in 1947 and after its
iIndependence the University Grants Commission recommended
the introduction of voluntary national service in academic
institutions, headed by S. Radhakrishnan. This idea of voluntary
national service was again considered by the Central Advisory
Board of Education (CABE) at its meeting in January, 1950.
After examining the 1dea and the experiences gathered from other
countries 1n this field, the board recommended that students and
teachers should devote their time to voluntary manual work. In
the draft, the first Five-Year Plan adopted by the national
government in 1952, the importance was given on the need for
social and labour service by Indian students for one year. In 1958
Jawaharlal Nehru, 1n a letter to the chief ministers appealed to
consider the 1idea of social service as a prerequisite for
graduation. In this regard, he directed the Ministry of Education
to formulate a suitable scheme for the introduction of national
service into academic institutions.

Launch of NSS:

In May 1969, a conference of students of universities and
institutions of higher education was convened by the Ministry of
Education and the University Grants Commission. In that
conference the representatives of students unanimously agreed
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that a national-service scheme could be an
instrument for national integration. On 24
September 1969, the then Union Education
Minister Shri. V.K.R.V. Rao launched the NSS at
37 universities 1n several states of India.
Planning Commission also sanctioned an outlay
of 75 crores for the NSS during the Fourth
Five-Year Plan, stipulating that the NSS be a
pilot project in selected institutions and
universities. After few years the scheme has been
extended to all states and universities in the
country, and also +2 level institutes in many
states. The then Minister attached to Prime
Minister of India, legendary Smt. Nandini Satpathy
had a strong hand in the conceptualization as well
as 1n the launch of NSS.

The headquarter of NSS 1s located in New
Delhi and the existing Director of the organiza-
tion 1s Shri Pankaj Kumar Singh, under Ministry
of Youth Affairs and Sport headed by Shri Anurag
Sing Thakur. The Regional Office of north 1s
located in Guwahati (Assam). It also covers
the other states of North East. The existing di-
rector of the office of North East Region 1s
Shri Dipak Kumar.

Aim and Objectives of NSS:

1. To understand the community in which
they work;

2. Tounderstand themselves in relation to their
community;

3. To identity the needs and problems of the
community and involve them in problem
solving process.

4. To develop among themselves a sense of
social and civic responsibility.

5. To utilize their knowledge in finding
practical solution to i1ndividual and
community problem;

6. To develop competence required for
group-living and sharing of responsibilities:

RORD-RR

7. To gain skills in mobilizing community
participation;

8. To acquire leadership qualities and
democratic attitude

The overall objective of NSS 1is the
development of student's personality through
community service.

Special Programmes of NSS:

1. "Youth Against Famine',

2. '"Youth Against Dirt and Disease’',

3. '"Youth for Rural Reconstruction’,

4. '"Youth for Eco-Development',

5. 'Youth for Mass Literacy', | Harmony',

6. 'Youth for Sustainable Development with
special focus on Watershed Management
and Wasteland Development'

7. 'Healthy Youth For Healthy India'

Types of Activities:

There are two types of activities, one 1s
Regular Activities (120 hours) and other i1s
Annual Special Camp (120 hours). All the NSS
Volunteers who have served NSS for at least
2 years and have performed 240 hours of work
under NSS are entitled to a certificate from the
university under the signature of the Vice-
Chancellor and the Programme Coordinator. The
Annual camps are known as Special Camps.
Camps are held annually, funded by the government
of India, and are usually located in a rural village
or a city suburb. Volunteers may be involved in
such activities as - Cleaning, afforestation, Stage
shows or a procession creating awareness of such
1ssues as social problems, education and
cleanliness awareness, rallies inviting doctors
for health camps, community survey There are
no predefined or preassigned tasks; it 1s left up
to the volunteers to provide service in any way
that 1s feasible. Camps typically last between a
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week and 10 days, although camps for shorter
periods are also conducted by NSS.

As per the fundamental principles of
National Service Scheme, a volunteer is expected
to remain 1n constant touch with the community.
Hence, 1t 1s of vital importance that a particular
village/slum 1s selected for implementation of
NSS programmes. As the NSS volunteer 1s to live
with the members of the community during the
7 days Special Camping Programme and learn
from their experience during his/her tenure in
NSS, the village/slum should be carefully
selected for adoption by NSS unit.

NSS and Students:

The overall aim of National Service Scheme
as envisaged earlier, 1s to give an extension
dimension to the higher education system and
orient the student youth to community service
while they are studying in educational institutions.
The reason for the formulation of this objective
1s the general realization that the students in the
+2 level and above have a tendency to get
alienated from the village/slum masses that
constitute the majority of the population of the
country. The educated youth who are expected
to take the reins of administration in future are
found to be unaware of the problems of the
community and in certain cases are indifferent
towards their needs and problems. Therefore, it
1s necessary to arouse the social conscience of
the students, and to provide them an opportunity
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to work with the people in the villages and slums.
[t is felt that their interaction with the common
villagers and slum- dwellers will expose them to
the realities of life, and bring about a change in
their social perception.

NSS and Haji Anfar Ali College:

On the basis of guidelines of NSS, the NSS
Unit of Haj1 Anfar Ali College adopted a village,
the Burigaon Village, near about two kilometer
distance from the college. Many awareness
programmes are convened by the unit for the
greater interest of the people of the village.

Since its inception, the NSS Unit has been
performing different activities in diverse field
as 1ts routine activities. Some of these activities
are - Awareness Camp on Digital Banking,
Rastriya Ekta Divas, National Voter's Day,
Martivasha Divas, International Women Day,
World Environment Day, Yoga for Holistic
Development, Awareness Programme Job 1n
Railways, Swatchata Pakhawara Cleanliness
Campaign, Swatchata Pakhawara Cleanliness
Awareness Campaign in Market, Swatchata
Pakhawara Cleanliness Rally in local Town
Market, Quiz Completion on the occasion of
Independent Day, Awareness Programme on
NRC Upgradation, Voluntary Blood Donation
Camp, Awareness Camp on National Rural
Drinking, Awareness Programme on Students
Union Election Guidelines, Campus Cleanliness
Drive, National Children Day etc.

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1. The College at a glance

Haji Anfar Ali College, the premier seat of higher learning was put on a firm foundation
in the mid 80s of the twentieth century at Daboka, the newly formed Hojai District in Assam.
It is an irony that even after the passage of four decades of independence, there had been no
institution of higher learning until 1986 in such a place of historical significance. Though late,
the thought of setting up an institution of higher education took shape in the minds of the in-
telligentsia and Haji Anfar Ali College is the ultimate fruition of the hopes and aspirations of
the people at large of this area. Formerly known as ‘Daboka College’, the institution was for-
mally initiated with a few students in the TDC classes in the year 1986 with due permission
from the Gauhati University. The first building of the college was donated by the famous An-
far family of Hojai. In kind consideration to the long-felt need of a college and paying tribute
to their generosity, the sponsoring body of the college renamed it as ‘Haji Anfar Ali College’
after the name of their heavenly father.

The philanthropic donors of Anfar family have never turned a blind eye to the needs of the
college. They contributed a handsome amount for the construction of a central library cum
administrative building of the college. Acknowledging their generous contribution, the college
authority also named the two blocks of the building after the names of their mothers as Sam-
sun Nehar Begum Library and Juhra Begum Administrative Block. However, the college has
built up a New Administrative Building with the grants offered by the State Govt. capacitating
in it the office of the Principal and the different Departments and classrooms.

Haji Anfar Ali College, Doboka was granted recognition by the University Grants Com-
mission under section 2(f) and 12(B) of the UGC Act, 1956 in the year 2009

and since then the college has been getting financial assistance from UGC under its different
schemes such as Indoor Stadium, UGC Network Resource Centre, Extension of Classrooms,

Computer lab etc. and of late a Women’s Hostel with Warden's Quarter.

The IQAC has been acting effectively in compliance with the recommendations of the
Peer Team, NAAC in implementing the diverse quality enhancing measures during the Post-
accreditation period and thus brought the institution to the stage for 2nd Cycle of Assessment
and Accreditation by the NAAC. In that stage of assessment, the college is able to achieve a
prestigious grade “B” from NAAC, Bengaluru in 2016. This grade is the outcome of the collec-
tive and continuous efforts of the stakeholders of the college. Now we are working hard for
the future course of actions planned by the IQAC of the college to make it an ideal institution
in the field of higher education.
